itself. There’s one such pause when 
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, cornered 
and hunted, stood not with a sword in 
hand, but with a plan in mind.

Disguised as a monk, he walked out of 
Agra, not in defeat, but in silence that 
would later thunder across generations.

I’ve walked 
into rooms with decisions hanging 
heavy, and out of them with nothing 
but clarity. I’ve spoken less, but heard 
more. Stood for things no one clapped 
for and yet, never sat down. 
 
The Bhagavad Gita says: 
“कर्मण्येवाधिकारस्ते मा फलेषु कदाचन” 
(You have a right to perform your duty, 
but not to the fruits of action.) 
And that became my rhythm: to serve, 
not for recognition, but for relevance.
 
To sit with those who make rules, 
and then with those quietly aϥected 
by them and treat both with equal 
humility. 
Somewhere between carrying a post 
and being called “bhau,” “dada,” or 

simply “arey tu aa gaya na, ab sab ho 
jaayega,” I found a strange peace. Not 
in leading, but in being there. Fully.
